Dear Minister

I am concerned that following the apparent attempted murder of me on July 6, 2010, I have not had a call or letter from Coffs Harbour Police since I was promised on December 22 last, by a detective at the desk of the investigating team, and who knew me and welcomed me home. With Extreme Traumatic Brain Injury, I spent 71 days in Post-Traumatic Amnesia, had pneumonia, and various broken bones due to the assault.
My call to the desk was friendly, wishing a happy Christmas, thanking the detectives for their work, and offering a trade of information.

Some weeks ago I happened upon a police officer who in my presence emailed Coffs Police for them to contact me, but I believe no attempt has been made. I have a date record of my by-chance meeting with the officer, but as I have ‘visual challenges’ following the assault, I will not try to find it now. Having waited this long, I would prefer to wait a little longer for a reply from the Minister.
In my chance meeting with the officer, I mentioned that one of my few hospital visitors in Sydney was my close friend (I was best man at his wedding), the lawyer with the Australian record for a compensation payment ($10 million). Although the officer suggested I was angry, the precise opposite is the case, perhaps as my features are somewhat changed – no acquaintance, nor even I, can see that I am ‘half blind’, a term I decided to drop.
I wish you, too, a very happy year, and assure you I am not writing in any way but with a good heart. But think I have a 4-decade-long Labor voter’s (and former resident of Bronte’s) right to hear from you. The Coffs Police have my details.
